Shin-Etsu MicroSi’s SQC processes provide a consistent dispense weight of 
thermal grease with each syringe.  
 
The Syringe Delivery Method provides flexibility for an organization with the ability 
to utilize the same product package for production and field requirements without 
additional investment in application tools. 
 
Shin-Etsu MicroSi is the only authorized supplier of Shin-Etsu grease in a syringe 
package. Recently, Shin-Etsu customers reported that counterfeit syringes were 
being sold. These unauthorized thermal interface materials claimed to be produced 
by Shin-Etsu.  Neither Shin-Etsu Chemical nor Shin-Etsu MicroSi will be held liable 
for use of these unauthorized products. 
 
The syringe package is available for all Shin-Etsu thermal grease products.  
Evaluation samples of these high-performance grease products may be requested 
for qualification efforts. Other bulk delivery packages are also available.
